Fall Lawn Care for Cool Season Grass
Now that summer is gone, you
thought your work in the yard was
over, right?  Actually, it is just begin-
ning. September, October and No-
vember are the recommended
months to aerate, overseed and fer-
tilize your cool season grass.

Cool season grasses, such as Ken-
tucky bluegrass and tall fescue and
perennial ryegrass, have a long
growing season in this part of Vir-
ginia. These grasses also provide
some green color in the winter
months. Cool season grasses thrive
in temperatures between 50 and 75
degrees Fahrenheit, typically re-
quire irrigation during dry, hot peri-
ods and grow in sun or part shade
(needs at least 4-6 hours of sun-
light). Not all cool season grasses
are created equal. The type of grass
seed you select should be based on
your own personal needs. How much
time and effort do you have to spend
on the lawn?  How much foot traffic
will your lawn have?

What type of grass should I
choose?

For instance, Kentucky bluegrass
provides a lush, blue-green, fine
bladed lawn and has a spreading
growth habit. However it does not
perform well in heavy shade or poor
soil and will not sustain a lot of heavy
foot traffic such as children playing.
Since it has shallow roots, it requires

moisture and can starts going dor-
mant and even dying out after two
to four weeks of no irrigation. Ken-
tucky bluegrass also has a germi-
nation rate of approximately three
weeks. Tall fescue is a more com-
mon grass type in this area. It has a
more course-textured blade and has
a bunch-type habit. Different variet-
ies have thinner blades. Tall fescue
has deeper roots which make it more
drought tolerant and is more advan-
tageous where there is a lot of foot
traffic. It provides a nice lawn with
less effort and irrigation than blue-
grass. Using a blend of tall fescue
and Kentucky bluegrass can offer
homeowners the best of both types.

Maintenance and Fertilization

Lawns do require annual mainte-
nance such as mowing, core aera-
tion, overseeding and fertilization.
Fall is the time to prepare your lawn
for next spring. It is recommended
that homeowners core aerate,
overseed and fertilize annually. Core

aerating and overseeding are most
effective between mid-August and
early October. Core aerating is a
process by which a machine with
hollow metal tubes extracts small
cores or plugs of soil from your lawn.
The plugs should be left lying on the
lawn. This process allows oxygen,
water and other nutrients to reach
the roots. The soil should be moist
but not too wet or too dry. Core aera-
tion also helps to reduce thatch.

After core aerating your lawn,
overseed it with a quality grass seed.
Some lawns will need more renova-
tion instead of overseeding. Cool
season seed is best applied between
mid-August and mid-September.

Fertilization is also best done in the
fall when the grass plant can most
effectively use the fertilizer. Late fall
fertilization is essential to the main-
tenance of cool season grass. Re-
search has shown that benefits of
late fall fertilization are increased
density, increased root growth, de-
creased spring mowing, improved
winter color, decreased weed prob-
lems, increased drought tolerance
and decreased summer disease ac-
tivity. The amount and type of fertil-
izer used are just as important as
when it is applied.

The proper maintenance program
provides the nutrition which maxi-
mizes the chances of a quality lawn.

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Such a plan is based on the lawnís
pH level and other nutrients in the
soil and is derived from the results
of a soil sample. Excessive stimula-
tion of growth from nitrogen can be
more detrimental than not fertilizing
at all. If you apply more nitrogen than
the plant can use, the nitrogen will
most likely run off into the water sup-
ply. This runoff eventually makes its
way into the Bay and jeopardizes
water quality. It also increases algae
in our stormwater ponds and creeks.
Lime can be applied at any time
when the ground is not frozen. Lime
should be applied in accordance with
a soil report.

Weed Control

Weed control can be minimized by
proper maintenance techniques
such as mowing at the right height
and fertil ization management.
Weeds are typically categorized as
broadleaf or weedy grasses. Broad-
leaf weeds are typically dandelions,
clover, ground ivy, chickweed, plan-
tain, henbit and wild onions. Weedy
grasses are items such as crab-
grass, goosegrass, and quackgrass.
The control methods for each cat-
egory are different. It is important to
first identify the weed before deter-
mining how and when to treat it.
Some broadleaf weeds are best
treated in late spring or early fall
when they are actively growing or in
the seedling stage. Since fertilization
and weed prevention are done at dif-
ferent times, products such as ìweed
and feedî are not generally recom-

Growing Pains: Splitting Voting
Precincts. Manassas Park is growing
and so is the number of registered
voters. With the current and expected
growth, Manassas Park will soon
exceed the state mandated cap of
5,000 voters per voting precinct.
Weóthe general registrar and the

electoral boardóhave known for some
time that a split was forthcoming and
for the past three years have
discussed at length our options. Come
next year the precinct split will come to
fruition.
Our decision is to use Manassas Drive
as our geographical boundary to
determine in which precinct citizens will
vote, and to use Manassas Park
Middle School and Manassas Park
Recreation Center as the voting place.
Please note that this decision has not
been made lightly.
During our decision process, we
consulted with surrounding counties,
who have experienced a number of
precinct splits. Furthermore, many
factors have been considered in
selecting both the demarcation line and
the voting place. Listed below is a
sampling of what we had to consider.
• Which precinct provides us with

room to grow?
(Would not be fiduciary responsible
to select a second precinct that
within two or three years would
surpass the cap, thus requiring us
to split for a third time.)

• Which precinct best meets the
requirements as outlined by and will
be approved by U.S. Department
of Justice?

• Which voting location provides
ample and safe parking for
thousands of voters? Meets
regulations as outlined in the
Americans with Disability Act?
Provides sufficient space for the
voting machines, check-in and
officers of elections? Shields
citizens from inclement weather?
Meets our needs for public safety?

Our decision was never politically
motivated, but rather motivated by what
is best for the citizens and our fiduciary
responsibility as a city department.
More information about the precinct
split will be available in early 2005. In
the meantime, register to vote.
Become an officer of election. Join
us on October 9. More importantly,
vote on Tuesday, November 2.
