ments will not adversely affect
the visual appearance of the
community. At Blooms
Crossing, architectural covenants
are administered by a committee
of homeowners.

Board of Directors  — The Board
of Directors is the executive
organ of the Association and is
responsible for operating the
Association in a prudent and
business like manner for the
benefit of all homeowners. The
Board sets the policies that
govern the Association, approves
contracts and keeps the owners
informed regarding matters
affecting the membership. The
Blooms Crossing Board of
Directors is now comprised

entirely of persons elected by the
membership.

Management Agent  — Typically,
a Board of Directors for a large
community association, such as
Blooms Crossing, retains a
professional managing agent. An
agent usually is responsible for
routine day-to-day management
operations of the association (i.e.,
collecting assessments, paying
bills, supervising contractors, etc.)
The managing agent assists the
homeowner elected Board in
identifying areas of concern
during bond release, but is not
the liaison between the
homeowners and the developer
during the declarant period.
Resolution concerning common
ground and lot issues prior to

homeowner control is in the hands
of the developer.

Detailed information concerning
the structure and operation of the
Association is contained in the
three legal documents which
govern operations of the
Association— the Declaration of
Covenants, Bylaws and the
Articles of Incorporation. The
builders are responsible for
providing a copy of the legal
documents to each owner. If you
are a second owner of a home in
Blooms Crossing the previous
owner should have provided you
with the documents prior to
purchasing your home. We
encourage you to read the
documents and retain them for
future reference.

Dear Manassas Park Citizens residing in Blooms Crossing,

Thank you for the opportunity to provide input in your newsletter. On behalf of the Governing Body, I am
pleased to report on progress in the City.

Things have been quite busy in Manassas Park during the last few months. Our new Fire Station continues
toward completion, and will be ready for occupancy on early Spring 2005. The planning process has begun
for the new Police Station and Public Works facilities. Renovation and expansion of the facilities at Costello
Park, concurrent with the expansion of programs to be offered to our citizens, are in process, with construction
to begin in the near future. The multi-phased renovation and construction of Manassas Park Middle School
is well underway.

The face of development along Manassas Drive is changing in
and around City Hall. The Professional Building project on
Railroad Drive has begun leasing and will be ready for
occupancy in 2005. In addition to the office space, this site will
provide attractive park space. Immediately to the east of this
site, the developer has begun construction of a major sports
and entertainment complex. We hope to have the sidewalks
completed from Andrew Drive to the rail station by end-
December, weather permitting. Yappie Cuttery plans to be open
before the end of 2004.

In January 2005, the Governing Body plans to approve a contract that will
allow Park Center to become a reality, following a brief delay and change
in developer. Park Center will have an exciting combination of storefronts,
offices and residential units. A private developer will be responsible for
design and construction of the roads, parking, and buildings for Park
Center, after buying the property at fair market value. The construction of
Park Center is a high priority of the City, providing convenient entertainment,
retail and professional opportunities for our community.

In 2005, the city is poised to begin renovation of its road infrastructure,
and to continue the sidewalk work that occurred in 2004. Our challenge is
to balance the needs for new and expanded city facilities with the
requirement to upgrade and sustain/maintain aging city infrastructure.

Over the course of 2005, I will report to you as the city moves forward, and look forward to hearing from you
as issues or questions arise. Please do not hesitate to call or send an email.

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School Board Meeting �
October 18, 2004

(Source – Minutes)

The Superintendent reported on the renovation of the 300 wing of the middle school. Space is being converted
for maintenance personnel and the wrestling program. It will look like a modern school exterior. A maintenance
storage building will be constructed behind the bus compound. Favorable bids were received today. VMDO
Architects should have the construction documents finished by the second week in December for the physical
education complex at the middle school. It will look very much like the high school’s physical education
complex and will contain 30,000 sq. ft. of new construction. It will match the high school exterior. There will
be a walkway to the high school. Phase 2 (construction of the gym facility) will be from mid-January to
November. Phase 3 will be the construction of the new middle school building. There will be demolition of
the gym, library, offices and two music rooms. There will be 55,000 sq. ft. of new two-story construction. We
will go to bid in April and start construction in May. The very last thing will be the demolition of the wooden
modular wings. Dr. DeBolt said, “We are right on schedule.”

Virginia’s New Drunk Driving
Laws

Virginia’s new
drunk driving laws,

which took effect July 1, 2003,
include measures to:

• create minimum DUI fines
including $250 (1st offense),
$500 (2nd offense) and
$1,000 (3rd and subsequent
offenses)—in addition to other
penalties.

• mandate five-days jail time for
a DUI conviction when minors
were in the vehicle.

• implement an administrative
license suspension when
drivers under 21 have a .02 or
higher blood alcohol
concentration (BAC).

According to figures released by
the Washington Regional Alcohol
Program this summer, alcohol-
related traffic fatalities, crashes,

injuries and DUI arrests are all on
the rise in Northern Virginia.

• There has been a 43 percent
increase in drunk driving
deaths in Northern Virginia
between 1997 and last year,

• as well as a 30 percent
increase in drunk driving
crashes during this period.

Some Safety Tips

• Designate a driver or use
alternative transportation such
as a sober friend, cab, bus, or
spend the night.

• When hosting a party, collect
car keys of guests when they
arrive.

• Report suspected impaired
drivers to law enforcement
immediately.

• Always wear your seat belt. It’s
your best defense against a
drunk driver.

• Do not provide alcohol to
minors. It is illegal.

• Provide non-alcoholic bev-
erages and activities

• Do not force drinks on your
guests or rush to refill glasses.

• Always serve food when
serving alcohol

• Stop serving alcohol early and
do not serve those who have
too much.

2/3 cup evaporated milk

1/4 cup butter

1/4 teaspoon salt

2 cups milk chocolate chips

1 cup semisweet chocolate chips

1/2 cup chopped nuts

1 teaspoon vanilla extract

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Fire Lane
Parking
